The power scrubber is only to be immersed in water and only with the battery
holder fully inserted.

After Use

* When not in use, the appliance should be stored indoors in a dry place.
* Children should not have access to stored appliances.

Inspection and repairs

* Before use, check the appliance for damaged or defective parts. Check for

breakage of parts, damage to switches and any other conditions that may affect

its operation.

Do not use the appliance if any part is damaged or defective.

Never attempt to remove or replace any parts other than those specified in this

manual.

* Have any damaged or defective parts repaired or replaced by an authorized
repair agent.

* Do not attempt to repair your appliance. To assure it's safety and reliability;

7. Bristle brush (blue): for scrubbing of pots, pans, sinks and other kitchen
surfaces

Assembly

A\ Warning! Before assembly, switch off the tool.

Installing the batteries (fig. C)

/\ Warning! Use AA size batteries only. Use alkaline batteries only.
* Remove the battery holder (4) by pulling the ring (8).

* Insert the batteries into the holder in the orientation as shown.

* Replace the battery holder.

Fitting and removing an accessory (fig. D)

Fitting

* Align the mounting end of the accessory with the shaft on the accessory holder.
* Push the accessory onto the shaft until it snaps into place.

Removing

* Pull the accessory from the accessory holder.

Use
Switching on and off (fig. A)

* To switch the appliance on, press the on/off switch (1).
* To switch the appliance off, press the on/off switch again.

Hints for optimum use

* The appliance can be used with a variety of cleaning agents, including sprays,
foams, rub-on gels, liquid detergents and bleach solutions. Always read and
follow the manufacturer’s instructions on the cleaning agent you use. Do not use
the appliance with abrasive cleaning agents.

/\ Warning! Wear gloves and eye protection when using aggressive chemical

cleaners.

If you are unsure about using this appliance on a particular surface, test it first

on a small inconspicuous patch.

To avoid splatter from a brush or pad, turn the scrubber off while the

attachment is still in contact with the surface.

Since the scrubber is powerful, you don’t have to apply excessive pressure

while operating. Use a circular motion on large areas.

Cleaning

* Move the appliance in a circular pattern. Do not hold the appliance at one spot
too long.

Scraping (fig. E)

e Turn the unit around and use the scraping edge (3) for scraping. Move the
appliance back and forth to scrape the surface to be cleaned. Do not exert too
much pressure on the appliance as this might damage the surface.

Maintenance

Cleaning and storage

Clean the brushes and scrub pads in a mild detergent, rinse with water and air
dry.

You may rinse any attachments/accessories by dipping the scrubber into a
bucket of water no more than 30 cm deep or running under a faucet. Do not
leave immersed for more than 5 minutes.

To clean the scrubber unit, wipe with a damp sponge and a mild soap. Do not
use any abrasive or solvent-based cleaner.

Keep the battery holder and unit clean to assure a good seal.

* Store the scrubber and attachments/accessories indoors.

Important

To ensure product SAFETY and RELIABILITY, repairs, maintenance and adjustment
(other than those listed in this manual) should be performed by authorized service
centers or other qualified organizations, always using identical replacement parts.
