Your Black & Decker vacuum cleaner has been designed for dry cleaning purposes. This product is intended for
domestic use only.

SAFETY

3. Unpacking and assembly:
3.1. Check that all parts are in the box. Fit the handle (3) by carefully inserting it into the lower main body. Make sure
that the cable does not jam. /
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3.2. Secure the handle by tightening the locking screw supplied. Use a screwdriver or a coin.

OPERATION

1. Vacuuming

The cleaner equipped with a lot of accessories, and these accessories can be used in various combinations,
depending on the task: stick mode and hand-held mode.

1.1 Stick mode
Stick mode can clean the floors and carpets etc.
1) You should regularly check that the floor nozzle, wheels are clean in order to avoid scratching sensitive floors.

2) Pushing the ON/OFF button (1) to start the cleaner, then you can use the cleaner. When you want to stop the
operation, only push the button again to stop the cleaner.
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3) During use you can use the cord mamagement clip (16) to keep your cable out of the way of the work area.

1.2 Hand-held mode
Handheld mode suitable for cleaning the furniture, car seats, curtain etc.
1) Pressing the release button(5) to remove the hand unit,

2) Insert the accessories to the inlet of the hand unit. Attach the crevice nozzle to facilitate cleaning of areas difficult to
reach, or attach the small brush for dusting Start/stop the hand unit by pressing the ON/OFF button (2)
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EMPTYING AND CLEANING

2. Take out the pre-filter (6) and filter (7) together and empty the dust into a dustbin. Return filters and click dust
container (11) back into place. -

3. Cleaning of dust container (11) and filters (recommended every 5th cleaning). Pressing the empty button (10) to
open the dust container (11), take out pre-filter (6) and filter (7) together, then separate the pre-filter (6) and filter (7)

4. Dust container (11) and pre-filter (6) can be shaken clean or rinsed in warm water. The filter (7) can be carefully
cleaning by brush, then put into clean water washing. All parts must be dry by airing before reassembled in reverse
order.
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5. Cleaning the floor brush (14). The floor brush (13) needs to be cleaned if the nozzle is blocked, pressing the lock
catch of the floor brush to take out the floor brush (13), and then cleaning it.

6. If the floor brush (13) wheels are jammed by small objects, this will lead to the wheels can't turn and scratch the
floor. With a screwdriver carefully picked wheel shaft and remove the small objects. Reassemble the wheels by

pressing them back into their tracks.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE
After using the cleaner

Warning! Regulary clean the filters.
For easy of storage the cleaner, and the power cord can be hanged in the cord hook (14).

IMPORTANT - RESETTING THE MOTOR THERMAL SAFEGUARD

The motor of the appliance is fitted with a thermal safeguard. This device automatically switches the appliance off in

case of overheating. If this occurs, proceed as follows:
- Switch the appliance off and remove the plug from the wall socket.
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- Allow the unit to cool. When the unit has cooled down, check and clean the fitlers.
- Re-inster to the plug in the wall socket and switch the appliance on.
