INSERTING AND REMOVING THE BEATERS

1. Wash all the detachable parts before you use
them for the first time.

2. Move the speed control to the "0" position and
unplug the cord from the outlet before inserting
or removing the beaters.

3. To insert the beaters, grip the mixer handle with

one hand and the beater stem with the other
hand; insert the beater stem into the opening,
rotating slightly until it locks into place, repeat to
attach the other beater. (fig A&B)

4. To remove the beaters, grip the mixer handle
and press the Eject button. (fig C)

OPERATING THE MIXER

1. Move the speed control to "0" position and
attach the beaters. Plug into the electrical
socket.

2. Place the ingredient in a bowl, grip the mixer

handle and stand the beaters in the center of
the food to be mixed.

3. Operate the unit by selecting the desired speed
4. Guide the beaters continuously through the

mixture for uniform mixing. :
5. Before scraping the sides and the bottom of the bowl, move the speed
control to the "0" position and place the mixer on the rest so that beaters
drain into the bowl. When the mixing is completed, move the speed control
to the "0" position, unplug the cord and eject the beaters.

SELECTING MIXING SPEEDS

Refer to the mixing guide below for the speed applications. You may also refer

to individual recipes for suggested speeds and mixing times. If your mixer
slows down excessively, switch over to the next higher speed or divide the
quantity being mixed

MIXING TIPS

HOW TO BEAT EGG WHITES

1. The beaters and the bowl must be thoroughly cleaned. Ensure that there is
no egg yolk in the egg whites. 3



2. For maximum volume, the egg whites should be at room temperature.

3. Beat with the mixer set at its highest speed until the egg whites are at the
desired consistency. The intermittent use of the pulse operation will also
help achieve a better froth.

4. Beating time varies with the freshness of eggs.

HOW TO WHIP CREAM

1. For whipping cream ensure that the bowl and beaters are thoroughly cleaned.

2. Start with the lowest setting (to minimize splatter); as the cream begins to
thicken, gradually increase to maximum.

3. Whipping time varies with fat content, age and temperature of the cream.

HOW TO KNEAD DOUGH

1. Always use low speed setting when using dough hooks.

2. To help combine dry ingredients, remove the mixer & use a plastic spatula
to scrape the sides of the bowl. Keep the spatula well away from the
moving parts.

3. DO NOT attempt to feed the dough into the dough hooks with your hands
during operation.

4. When the bread dough is being kneaded, it forms into an elastic ball (rather
than being spread out like a cake batter). The dough hooks will move
through the dough as one mass as it nears the end of the kneading
process.

5. During kneading, the bowl might wobble a little. If this condition occurs
excessively, you may need to reduce the load.

6. DO NOT use a mixture containing more than 2 cups of flour as this will over
load the mixer.

7. We recommend kneading for no more than 4 minutes.

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HOW TO CARE FOR YOUR HAND MIXER

 Before cleaning any part from the mixer, move the speed control to the off
"0" position, allow all the moving parts to stop, unplug the cord from the
outlet and eject the beaters.

e The beaters may be washed in hot, sudsy water or in a dishwasher.

e The mixer and cord can be cleaned with a damp cloth. To remove stubborn
spots, wipe the surface with a cloth slightly dampened in sudsy water of a
mild, non-abrasive cleaner, followed by using a damp cloth.

Do not operate your hand mixer for more than 2 minutes continuously. Give
a rest time of minimum 2 minutes between two operating cycles.

SOME DO'S AND DONT'S

1. Always keep hands, loose clothing, hair etc away from moving parts.

2. Do not operate the unit with wet hands or bare feet

3. Always ensure that the moving parts have come to a stop before operating
the eject button.
